The Proof of Identity document must contain the person's photograph.

The Proof of Identity document must contain a distinct identification number.

When the Proof of Identity document is one that expires, the document must be valid at the time it is presented to a Commissioner for Oaths or
Notary Public.

e When the Proof of Identity document is one that does not expire, the document must have been issued within the last 5 years.

If the Proof of Identity document does not meet all the above criteria, it cannot be used as proof of identity in this Statutory Declaration.
Examples of possible acceptable documents include:
